2.5-4.5 HR. FLOAT (most popular): A perfect half-day float is from 
Peterson to Low Bridge - here you can enjoy some mild white water 
and a great float. Add a couple more hours by putting in at Dobson 
Bridge.

2.0 HR. FLOAT (most secluded): Drop in at Briar Patch and pull out 
at Skookum. All are no fee sites and here is some tight and very 
secluded and scenic river. If you are looking to overnight, you can 
also camp at the Silver Creek Campground (MDNR campground) just 
past Walker Bridge along the Pine River and continue down river 
from there.
